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Government to Fast-Track Emergency
Clinics in Overcrowded Markets

overnment
is urgently
considering the

establishment of health
facilities in heavily
congested markets
across the country,
amid rising concern
over untreated medical
emergencies among
traders.

Health Minister, Dr.
Alex Katakwe, warned
that conditions in most
trading areas expose
thousands of people to
immediate health risks,
making the lack of on-
site medical services a
critical issue requiring
swift intervention.

Speaking after a
high-level meeting
with a delegation from
the Zambia National
Marketeers Credit
Association (ZANAMACA),
Dr. Katakwe stressed
that markets have
effectively become high-
density population zones
that cannot continue
operating without
accessible healthcare.

“Market
environments are
vulnerable to sudden
health incidents, and
delays in accessing care
are putting lives at risk.
This situation demands
urgent action,” he said.

He emphasized that
government has a duty
to protect the health
of citizens operating in
these spaces, particularly
youths and adults who
depend on daily trading
for survival.

“It is not optional—
it is necessary that
we accelerate efforts
to deliver healthcare
directly to where people
are working. A healthy
population is the
backbone of national
productivity,” Dr.
Katakwe added.

Meanwhile,
ZANAMACA President
Mupila Kameya painted
a dire picture of the
current situation,
revealing that only
three markets in
Lusaka—New Soweto,
HB, and Intercity—have
functioning clinics, all
of which are severely
overstretched.

“These facilities
are overwhelmed
daily. Markets are
densely populated,
yet healthcare access
remains extremely
limited. This is no longer
sustainable,” Kameya
said.

He warned that long

distances to health
facilities are costing
traders valuable time
and income, with many
forced to delay or forgo
treatment altogether.
“We are dealing
with people whose
livelihoods depend on
daily earnings. When
they fall sick and cannot

access immediate care,
the consequences are
immediate and severe—
not just for them, but for
entire households,” he
said.

Kameya has since
called on government
to urgently roll out
similar facilities in major
markets nationwide,

particularly in provincial
centres, to prevent
avoidable health crises.
He further noted that
existing market clinics
have proven effective
in providing real-time
medical attention,
allowing traders to
resume business with
minimal disruption—

an outcome he says
must now be scaled up
without delay.

The ZANAMACA
delegation, which
included Senior
Consultant and National
Trustee Oliver Mupila
and member Alick
Jere, also reminded
government of the

association’s frontline
role during past public
health emergencies,
including the COVID-19
pandemic and

cholera outbreaks—
underscoring

the urgency of
strengthening health
systems within market
spaces.

He argued that
exporting raw copper
and other primary
commodities while
importing high-value
finished goods from
China perpetuates
structural trade
imbalances that
undermine long-term
economic growth.

“To truly benefit,
Zambia must expand
its industrial base.

This is the only way

to ensure that trade

surpluses translate into

real economic gains,”

Chizonde emphasized.

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Crackdown Looms as NPA, ZCSA Move to

Prosecute S

uppliers of
substandard
and potentially

dangerous products could
soon face tougher legal
action as the National
Prosecution Authority
(NPA) and the Zambia
Compulsory Standards
Agency intensify

efforts to clean up the
market through joint
prosecutions.

The two institutions
have agreed to
collaborate in taking
offenders to court,
signaling a shift from
routine enforcement
to a more aggressive
prosecution-led approach
aimed at deterring the
supply of unsafe and non-
compliant goods.

Director of Public
Prosecutions, Gilbert
Andford Phiri, said there
is an urgent need to make
examples of culprits to
send a strong warning
across the market.

“You cannot
manufacture, import
or supply substandard
products and go
unpunished. We must

correct this through
enhanced prosecution,”
he said, citing cases
such as the sale of
contaminated fuel as
unacceptable.

Phiri stressed that
prosecution—backed
by penalties and
forfeitures—remains
one of the most effective
deterrents, adding that
visible legal action would
compel compliance
among businesses.

The partnership will
be formalised through
a Memorandum of
Understanding (MoU)
expected to be signed
this year, providing a
structured framework for
cooperation between the
two bodies.

Meanwhile, Gerald
Chizinga warned that the
continued circulation of
non-compliant products
poses serious risks to
public health, safety, and
the environment.

“We are concerned
that unsafe products
are still accessible to the
public. Without strong
enforcement backed
by prosecution, the

objectives of the law
cannot be achieved,” he
said.

Chizinga noted
that sectors such as
health, agriculture, and
energy are particularly
vulnerable, with
substandard products
undermining both
consumer protection and
economic stability.

He emphasized that
enforcement alone is
not enough, and must
be reinforced by legal
consequences to ensure

compliance with the
Compulsory Standards
Act.

The move also
includes plans to
equip prosecutors with
specialised knowledge,
with ZCSA proposing
targeted training for NPA
lawyers to strengthen
case handling under
compulsory standards
laws.

ZCSA Board Secretary
and Director for Legal
and Compliance, Tafuna
Mumba Phiri, said the

training initiative is part
of broader efforts to
tighten enforcement.

NPA Chief State
Advocate, Nkumbiza
Thelma Mumba, added
that stiffer penalties will
be critical in curbing
violations, revealing
that previous cases have
involved substandard
footwear and alcoholic
beverages.

However, he
cautioned that the policy
is not entirely new, but
rather an extension of an
existing framework that
already covered several
least-developed African
countries, including
Zambia.

“Zambia has already
been benefiting from
duty-free access

due to its export
profile, particularly
copper. Therefore, the
immediate gains from
this extension may not
be as significant as
perceived,” he noted.

Chizonde also
highlighted the broader
continental imbalance,
revealing that Africa
recorded a trade deficit
of approximately

US$102 billion with
China in 2025—an
indication that the
current trade structure
disproportionately
benefits China.
“Without urgent
reforms in value addition
and industrial capacity,
Africa—and Zambia in
particular—will continue
exporting cheap
raw materials while

importing expensive
finished goods,” he
warned.

His remarks place
renewed pressure on
policymakers to move

“There is too much
talent in Zambia, but
athletes are not being
motivated. You cannot
have only one or two
competitions in an
entire season and
expect growth. Without
sponsorship and
structured competition,
the sport is struggling,”
he lamented.

Nyambe emphasized
that urgent intervention
is needed, not only
in infrastructure and
competition frequency
but also in athlete
welfare, particularly
mental health support—
an area he says is often
overlooked despite
its critical role in

performance.

“Sport is not just
physical—it's mental.
Athletes need resilience,
focus, and discipline.
Without proper
support systems,
including mental health
awareness, we are
setting them up to fail,”
he said.

He also urged elite
athletes to actively
participate in provincial
and Area Board
competitions, arguing
that their presence
could inspire and uplift
emerging athletes.

“When top athletes
compete locally, it builds
belief among young
athletes. It shows them
what is possible and
keeps them motivated,”
Nyambe added.

Meanwhile, Bernard
Bwalya, President of the
Zambia Association of
Athletics, acknowledged
ongoing efforts at the
grassroots level and

commended provincial
administrators for
sustaining Area Board
competitions despite
challenges.

Bwalya described
provincial meets as
a critical pipeline for
talent identification
and national team
development, noting
a steady increase in
participation.

“We are seeing
encouraging signs—
more athletes, greater
parental involvement,
and participation from
learning institutions.
This is key to the growth
of athletics and must be
strengthened,” he said.

However, Nyambe's
remarks underscore
mounting pressure on
athletics authorities
to move beyond
incremental progress
and implement urgent,
systemic reforms to
unlock Zambia's full
sporting potential.

However, the club
has warned, external
that without wider
progress on alternative
solutions, future
“inflationary increases”
may still be required.

Following the initial
pricing announcement,
fans group Spirit of
Shankly launched a
campaign called ‘Not a
Pound in the Ground’,
calling on fans to buy
food and drink from
local businesses in the
Anfield area rather
than inside the stadium
itself.

Nyambe said the
current state of athletics
in the country is
failing athletes, citing
substandard training
infrastructure, poorly
organized competitions,
and a severe lack of
sponsorship—factors
he believes are rapidly
draining motivation
among both elite and
emerging talent.

Speaking in an
interview with Peza
Sports News, the 2024
Summer Olympics
finalist did not hold back,
stressing that Zambia
is falling significantly
behind international
standards.

“The competitions
I've experienced abroad
clearly show how far
behind we are. Our
training facilities are not
